It is with great sadness that we have learned of the death of Thierry
Tuxen, taken from us on 6 July 2010 by a vicious cancer, at the age
of 72.

An AlMs graduate engineer, Thierry started his professional life at
EBES, moving on to ENI before becoming for many long years the
Director of CHEMA, a subsidiary of Tractebel Engineering special-
ising in health systems. A high-level expert in the field of health and
hospitals, his work took him the length and breadth of Africa, Asia
and Eastern Europe. Until recently, he was also a lecturer at the
Ecole de Santé Publique (Public Health School) of the Université
Libre de Bruxelles.

Project Coordinator and Director of E.A., Thierry was one of the
pillars of the association. Over a five-year timeline, he took per-
sonal charge of a dozen projects, before discovering his calling as
a coach to the young colleagues he would assign to his activities.

Thierry leaves a gaping void in our association. A man gifted with
unbounded openness of spirit and remarkable perceptiveness, loyal in friendship and faithful to his convictions, he al-
ways succeeded in creating a friendly and pleasant atmosphere, even in the most complicated projects. His many friends
and colleagues will remember with fondness his wide smile and his infallible good humor.
